	2.0 Presentation by Josh Van Beers on Emergency Procedures


	There are 4 main types of situations that would cause an emergency procedure:

1. Intruder Armed- Coded Lock down, where the staff use a “Code Word” and secure the students in to the classrooms and lock the door. If it is safe to evacuate, they will do so.

2. Called-In Bomb Threat- A set of questions would be asked in order to validate the threat. Once validated, the Calgary Police would be called.

3. Sudden Death of Student or Teacher – procedures are in the staff emergency handbook.

4. Fire – procedures are in the staff emergency handbook.

The pre-arranged evacuation places are:

· The Richmond Road Diagnostic & Treatment Centre (Former Children’s Hospital) for the Knob Hill Campus

· Glendale Community Centre for Glenmeadows Campus
